The Holder-On: An Important Tool in Hot Riveting

Mena uses the lever of the holder-on to apply pressure to hold the hot rivet in place.
The process must be completed quickly so the rivet does not have time to cool.

After positioning the working end of the holder-on over the manufactured head of
the rivet, Mena secures the holder-on against the bracing.

Roger Morrison drives the hot rivet with a pneumatic rivet hammer while the holder-
on keeps the rivet securely in place.
